Lors de sa création en 1808, I'Artillerie a pied de
la Garde porte le méme uniforme que I'Artillerie de
Ligne, a quelques détails pres. C'est seulement en
1810 qu'elle recoit le bonnet a poil a visiére qui lui
donne sa silhouette classique la plus représentative.

UNIFORME : Habit long en drap bleu impérial, collet
bleu impérial passepoilé rouge, revers carrés
dessinés par un passepoil rouge, parements rouges,
pattes de parements a 3 pointes passepoilées
rouges, boutons en cuivre jaune, retroussis d'habit
rouges ornés de grenades en drap bleu, passants
d'épaulettes et épaulettes a franges rouges, poches
en long sur les basques passepoilées rouges, gilet-
veste bleu impérial, culotte en drap bleu impérial,
guétres noires a boutons jaunes, ou blanches
(grande tenue) a boutons blancs, chaussures noires.

COIFFURE : Jusqu'en 1810 shako noir a galon
supérieur rouge, jugulaires cuivre jaune, plaque a
aigle jaune surmonté d'une cocarde tricolore,
cordon tressé et raquettes rouges, pompon et
plumet rouges.

Le bonnet a poil classique distribué en 1810 est noir
a visiere noire, jugulaires en cuivre jaune. Le fond du
bonnet est rouge orné d'une grenade en laine jaune,
cordon tressé et raquettes rouges, cocarde tricolore
et plumet rouge.

EQUIPEMENT Baudrier porte-sabre et porte-
giberne blancs, bretelle de fusil blanche, giberne
noire ornée d'un aigle couronné sur 2 canons croisés
en cuivre jaune. Havresac de peau fauve a courroies
blanches, surmonté d'un manteau roulé bleu foncé.

ARMEMENT : Fusil d'Artilleur a baionnette et sabre-
briquet a dragonne blanche terminée par un gland
rouge. Fourreau de sabre-briquet noir, embout de
cuivre jaune.

Nouvelle garde : ces compagnies appelées aussi
"jeune garde" formées entre 1809 et 1813, portent
le méme uniforme avec, obligatoirement, le shako
(la différence résidait surtout dans la qualité des
étoffes employées).

Les galons d'ancienneté se portent sur |'avant-bras
gauche, 1 chevron en laine aurore en V renversé
pour 10 ans de service, 2 pour 15 ans, 3 pour 20 a 25
ans.
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Les caporaux ont 2 galons aurore placés
obliqguement au-dessus de parement de chaque
manche.

Les sergents se distinguent facilement dans le rang
car ils portent le fusil a droite la main sur le pontet.
lls ont un galon d'or liséré rouge en travers au-
dessus du parement sur chaque manche, galons
d'ancienneté or, épaulettes et dragonne de sabre,
mélangé or et rouge ; grenade or au retroussis
d'habit. Pour le shako, galon supérieur or, cordon et
raquettes mélange or et rouge ; pour le bonnet a
poil cordons et raquettes mélange or et rouge ;
grenade du fond de calotte or sur fond rouge.

OFFICIERS A PIED : Pendant tout I'empire, ils portent
le méme uniforme que celui de la troupe, mais le
drap est plus fin, boutons or, grenades des retroussis
or, épaulettes de leur grade or. Plaques de hausse-
col or. Shako noir comme la troupe mais tous les
galons, tresses et raquettes or, plumet rouge pour
les officiers de compagnies et blanc a sommet rouge
pour ceux de |'état-major ; ou bonnet a poil noir a
visiere noire, cordon et raquettes or, grenade or sur
fond rouge, plumet comme pour le shako. Epée a
poignée or, dragonne or, fourreau noir a bout doré,
bottes noires a retroussis fauve.

PORTE-DRAPEAU : Officier subalterne, méme tenue
que les officiers, baudrier cramoisi frangé or,
drapeau a hampe bleue surmontés d'un aigle en
bronze doré.

OFFICIERS MONTES : Les officiers d'Etat-major et
tous les capitaines sont montés, méme tenue que les
officiers a pied mais avec bottes a I'écuyere noires a
éperons mobiles. Selle a la frangaise recouverte
d'une housse et paire de chaperons bleus, le tout
bordé d'un ou deux galons or selon le grade,
couronne or dans l'angle.

Epaulettes :

- Colonel : 2 épaulettes en or a franges a torsades.

- Major : 2 épaulettes en or a franges a torsades a
dessus argent.

- Chef de bataillon : 1 épaulette en or a franges a
torsades a gauche et une contre-épaulette or a
droite.

- Capitaine : 1 épaulette a franges fines or a gauche,
1 contre-épaulette or a droite.



- Lieutenant : 1 épaulette a franges fines or, dessus
avec une raie longitudinale rouge a gauche, 1 contre-
épaulette or avec raie rouge sur le dessus a droite.

Nouvelle garde : Les officiers de jeune garde portent
le méme uniforme que ceux de la vieille garde, avec
toutefois une préférence a adopter le shako,
quoiqu'ils aient eu le droit de porter le bonnet a poil.

TAMBOURS comme pour les tambours de
I'Artillerie de Ligne, les tambours de la Garde eurent
le méme uniforme que la troupe, avec les
différences suivantes : collet et revers carrés bleus

At the time of the creation of the Foot Artillery of
the Guard in 1808, the same uniform was employed
as that of the Artillery of the Line, with some mine
differences. It was not until 1810 that the bearskin
with a visor was authorized. This gave the wearers
what is now the classic silhouette.

UNIFORM : The long coat was of Imperial blue cloth ;
collar, Imperial blue with red piping ; squared lapels,
outlined with red braid ; cuffs, red, the opening
being three pinted, trimmed with red piping and
three brass buttons ; turnbacks red, ornamented
with blue cloth grenades ; epaulet loops and fringes,
red ; the long vertical skirt pockets, bordered with
red piping ; short Imperial blue waist-coat ; Imperial
blue breeches ; gaiters black with yellow buttons, or
white (full dress), with white buttons, footgear,
black.

Service stripes were worn in the left upper arm, one
inverted Vee in yellow for 10 years service ; 2 for 15
years and 3 for 20 to 25 years service.

Corporals: They were identified by two oblique
yellow stripes, on each arm above the cuff.

Sergeants: Sergeants were readily distinguished for
they carried the musket on the right, with the hand
at the trigger guard. They displayed a stripe of gold,
with red piping above the cuff on each sleeve, the
stripe being at an angle. Their epaulets and sword
knots showed both red and gold, while the grenades
on the turnbacks were gold.

Drummers: Like the drummers of the Artillery of the
Line, there of the Guard wore the same dress as
other men, with some differences. The collar and
squared lapels were blue, laced with gold, and edged
with red braid. The long pockets were decorated
with gold lace and edged with red. The cuffs and
turnacks were red, trimmed with gold and red
piping.The buttons were gold.

Tablier et collier porte-caisse blancs, porte-
baguettes cuivre. La caisse des tambours en métal
jaune a cercle bleu moyen, tendeurs et bretelles
blancs, les baguettes sont en bois d'ébéne, garnies
de cuivre.

N.B. - Sur notre feuille de croquis, nous indiquons les
servants de la pieéce d'Artillerie qui portaient le fusil
a la grenadiere (en bandouliére).

Foot-Officers: During the period of the Empire,
officers wore the same uniforms as those of their
men, but of finer cloth and with gold buttons,
turnback grenades and epaulets of their rank (see
below) the gorget was gold. Boots are black, the turn
crown, tan.

Color bearer: This subaltern wore the same dress as
other officers. The shoulder belt was crimson,
fringed with gold, while the flag staff was blue,
surmonted by a gilded eagle.

Mounted officers: Staff officers and all captains
were mounted, and wore the same uniform as Foot
officers, except their black riding boots were
equiped with rowelled spurs.

Head Gear: Until 1810, a black shako was worn. The
upper band of trim was red, the chin strap brass, the
eagle plate, yellow, surmonted by a tricolored
cockade. The cords, rackets, pompon and plume
were red.

In 1810, a black bearskin, with a black visor was
issued, with brass chin straps. The top of the
bearskin was red cloth, ornamented with a yellow
wool grenade. The cords, rackets and plume were
red.

Officers: Their black shako was identical to that of
the men except the cords, rackets and braid were in
gold. The plume as red for all Company officers, but
white with a red top for staff officers.

With the visored bearskin, the cords, rackets and
grenade on the top were in gold. The plumes were
the same as prescribed for the shako.

ARMS AND EQUIPMENT : The men were equiped
with the artillery musket, with bayonet, and the
short sword with a red tasselled sword knot. The
scabbard was black, with a brass tip. Drummers



carried the sword, but not the musket. Officers
swords had a gold hilt ; the sword knot was gold, and
the scabbard was black, with a gilded tip.

The men's crossbelts were white as was the musket
sling. The black cartridge box was decorated with
two crossed cannon, with a crowned eagle above
them, all in brass. The haversack was buff with white
straps, with the dark blue great-coat mounted on
the haversack.

The drummer's apron and drum sling were white
and the drumstick holder, copper. The body of the
drum was yellow metal, with medium blue bands ;
white ears and cords, the drumsticks were ebony,
trimmed with copper.

Epaulets, officers :

- Colonel : 2 gold epaulets, with heavy bullions

- Major : 2 epaulets, gold heavy bullions, silver frog.

- Chef de bataillon : gold epaulet, with heavy bullions

- Captain : gold epaulet with fine bullions on the left
shoulder, gold contre-epaulet on the right.

- Lieutenant : gold epaulet, with a red line on the
frog, with fine bullions on the left shoulder, a gold
contre-epaulet with a red line on the frog on the
right.

New guard : these companies, formed between
1809 and 1813, were also known as the "young
Guard". They wore the same uniform as the "Old
Guard", but with the shako. The main difference in
the dress of the "OId" and "Young" guard was in the
quality of the cloth used for the newer units.

The officers of the Young Guard wore the same
uniform as officers fo the Old Guard, with a
preference for the shako, altho they were permitted
to use the bearskin.
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
